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Professor Fry is a Distinguished International Professor at the University of Minnesota. He holds a 
BA in economics from Stanford University, a MPA from the Woodrow Wilson School at Princeton, 
and a Ph.D. in international and comparative development education from Stanford. He is now 
starting his sixth decade of work on Thailand and Thai education. He has worked in Thailand with 
such diverse organizations as ONEC, the Ford Foundation, the ADB, UNESCO, UNDP, and the Asia 
Foundation. Among his many publications is an anthology of many of his major research studies, 
Understanding Thailand and Its Neighbors: Interdisciplinary Perspectives (2005).
